being pro-life, pro-family, pro-morals, and pro-American. Their headquarters were in
Washington D.C. and they campaigned in the political arena on behalf of their principles. The
Moral Majority disbanded in 1989.

It contains transcripts, promotional
materials, newsletters, official papers, and mass mailings.
